Frequent remontage/pumping over where the wine is 
pumped up from the bottom of the tank and splashed over the top of the 
fermenting must – so that the skins are submerged, and the carbon dioxide is 
pushed to the surface of the must and released. The wine is then racked and 
goes through malolactic fermentation in order to obtain the best possible 
balance between acidity and fruit.
