Each grape 
variety is vinified separately to retain their personality and temperature. 
Part of the Syrah and Mourvèdre spends 1 year in oak barrels before 
blending of the cuvee. Very light filter.

Ruby red colour with purple undertones. Ripe, red berry nose with plenty of spice. Ripe currants and strawberries on the palate 
with complex notes of sweet spice, white pepper and vanilla. Complex, smooth texture and beautifully round tannins on the finish.

We are huge fans of the Cotes du Rhone and their beautifully balanced, 
spicy wines that pack a punch. Enjoy with all things grilled and roasted 
– particularly peppers and red meat or tangy cheeses.
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
